The Board of Directors of the Holiday Caravan wishes to thank you for your willingness to participate in our parade.  By following the instructions given below, the execution of the parade will be made easier and more enjoyable for all.  If you have any questions, please call our office at 704-636-3629 ext 223 and we will be happy to assist you. 

BEFORE THE PARADE:  Please plan to arrive in Spencer by no later than 12:00 NOON on Wednesday, November 25, 2009.  Please be reminded that beginning at 11:00 AM all traffic in the Spencer marshalling area will be ONE WAY ONLY.  Go directly to your assigned location.  Please enter the marshalling area ONLY from Salisbury Avenue. Turn onto THIRD STREET from Salisbury Avenue and turn right onto WHITEHEAD AVENUE.  Watch for arrows that are the color of these marshalling instructions.  Those transporting riders for floats will go to the North Rowan High School parking lot on Whitehead Avenue to unload personnel.  In order to avoid major traffic to Whitehead Avenue in as few vehicles as possible.  Marshals will be in the area to answer questions and route traffic.  Please follow their directions.  Your position will be marked by a sign bearing your unit number.  ALL UNITS MUST BE COMPLETE AND PARADE READY PRIOR TO ENTERING THE MARSHALLING AREA.  Marshals will be in the area to assist you.  An information booth will be located at the corner of Whitehead Avenue and Oakwood at North Rowan High School.  

DURING THE PARADE:  Do not pass any parade unit in front of you during the parade or when going from Spencer to Salisbury.  Normally, do not stop during the parade for any reason!  If you have car trouble, pull off to the side of the road and marshals will assist you.  If the unit in front of you has a breakdown, pass it and fill in the gap. The throwing of any articles or candy from units during the parade is strictly PROHIBITED.

At the end of the Spencer phase of the parade, all bands and marching units will be boarding buses for the trip to Salisbury.  DO NOT STOP – stay behind the nearest mobile unit in front of you and proceed to Salisbury for the next phase of the parade.  It is most important that all mobile units (cars, trucks, floats, etc.) stay in line and keep moving. 

Beyond the intersection of North Main Street and Henderson Street in Salisbury, your will re-group for the Salisbury phase.  All bands and marching units will be asked to move to the far left, all cars and vehicular units to the far right, and all floats will remain in the middle of the street. 

AFTER THE PARADE:  The official end of the parade is at the intersection of South Main Street and Military Avenue in Salisbury.  Vehicular units are to proceed to Stallings Memorial Baptist Church where all persons riding cars, floats, etc. will unload in the left lane only!  Please make the necessary arrangements to have someone meet you there.   Parents who are picking up a parade participant may wish to park in the vicinity of Stallings Memorial Baptist Church and walk to view the parade.  Vehicles will not be allowed in the South Main Street area once the parade begins. After unloading the riders, floats should continue to Old South Main Street to dismantle.  

PLEASE NOTE:  The Holiday Caravan will not be responsible for any accidents occurring before, during, or after the parade.
